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       Coyotes are very resourceful, thriving in close proximity to humans, as long as food and water supplies are sufficient.

       Pet populations (cats, dogs, rabbits) normally make up only about 10 to 15% of the urban coyote’s diet.

       If humans interfere with this delicate balance by feeding coyotes, the following consequences occur:

1. Coyotes become bolder and less wary of humans and our dwellings.

2. The coyote population expands beyond the area’s natural ability to sustain it.

3. Artificially enhanced coyote populations that are dependent upon food supplied by humans, are vulnerable to starvation and disease should the food supply diminish.  

4. Coyotes which are bolder, less afraid of humans, more numerous and in greater competition for the food supply, are much more likely to prey on small domestic animals, cats in particular.

WARNING: Coyotes kill more small animals during early summer when they are hunting to feed their litters.
· Don’t leave small pets 

outdoors, especially at night.

· Don’t leave pet food outside.

· Secure lids on garbage cans.

· Pick up food and scraps

discarded by others.
